God’s Omnipotence Explained

The word “omnipotence” comes from two Latin words:


“omnis” – all


“potens” – power


God is unlimited in power. His power can do whatever He chooses to do. The omnipotence of God is that attribute by which He can bring to pass anything which He wills.



Omnipotence is identical to our English word  almighty            . This word occurs   56      times in our King James Version and is never used of anyone but God.
